If you’re not already a “Dollars for Dollars” customer, please give it a try right away!  This ongoing fundraising program focuses on buying gift cards to use at your local grocery store.  There is no simpler way to earn money for your school and its programs.  This is a volume based program, so the more families and faculty we have participating, the better.  Sales of gift cards continue year round and the money raised is used to fund PTO purchases and programs.  

Last school year, we earned a respective $5,992 through this program, the largest single fundraiser for the PTO. Our school families and faculty purchased a total of $119,840 worth of cards.  As great as this total is, it could easily be double, even triple.  Thanks to all who have participated over the past year, and realized how easy and worthwhile this fundraiser is.
HOW TO PARTCIPATE:
You simply purchase A&P and Shop Rite gift cards from the PTO at face value, and then use them like cash when you do your grocery shopping.  They can be used to pay for your groceries or to use to purchase gift cards for other stores to give as gifts or make purchases.  Kohl’s cards are also available through this program, and any Kohl’s purchases will be included in your overall Dollars for Dollars totals for incentive plans.  Kohl’s cards can even be used to pay your Kohl’s charge bill at a store.  We buy the cards at a discount and make a profit every time you do your shopping.  You can still use coupons and club cards.  Shop Rite and A&P cards are available in $25, $50 and $100 increments, while Kohl’s are available in $10, $25, $50 and $100.
Part A- Put your mind to it to Participate! NO MORE EXCUSES!
1) Decide to go grocery shopping or make a trip to Kohl’s.

2) Estimate how much you will be spending.  Fine to keep your estimate on the low side.  OK to buy more than you’ll need this trip because the unused balance remains on your card for the next visit.

Part B- Execute!
1) Email the PTO at pto@whitetwpsd.org with your order and a salesperson will call you ASAP to arrange to get your cards to you.  
2) Send the attached order form in to school.  There is a PTO Dollars for Dollars mailbox in the office with blank forms to complete, convenient for faculty and parents visiting the school.
3) Stop by Pequest Family Practice during their normal business hours. 
4)  Call a salesperson to make arrangements to buy gift cards.  
PROGRAM INCENTIVES:
Effective July 1, 2010, a new incentive plan was announced to the entire school.  Incentives will be awarded on a cumulative basis. Every time you reach the $1,500 mark you will earn the choice to receive $5 certificates for each of your children at WTCS redeemable at Book Fair or School Store OR reserved concert seating for any school concert for your immediate family (parents and siblings only)(concert dates pending).  You can keep on earning the prizes as many times as you can, so earn it once, twice or more times during the year.  You will continue to get rewarded the more you purchase.   Every time you reach the $1,500 mark, you will receive a notice from our Dollars for Dollars Chair to make your incentive selection.  

Additionally, reaching the $1,000 mark in purchases, will qualify you to enter the year end drawing for one of two $50 gift cards.  Your name will go in one time for every $1,000 in cards that you purchase.   Congratulations to last year’s drawing winners:  Lisa Roschewsk and Kathy Hummer.
Families who purchased $2,000 or more in cards from July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011 will be officially exempt from the Fall 2011 Fundraiser.
