PTO Meetings, Socials and Volunteer Appreciation Night- PTO meetings are an excellent way to become involved in the day to day activities your children are involved in.  Come learn about upcoming activities, share your ideas, express you concerns, meet new people and feel a closer connection to your child’s school. Children are welcome at PTO meetings.

Family Fun Nights-  New last year, our Family Movie Nights proved to be quite successful so look for them again this year!  Heritage Night will return in November, and we hope to have another Family Game Night as well.  We hope these evenings will be fun for each family, as well as provide an opportunity for families to get to know one another better and feel the bond of being part of the same school.  We are hoping that a revised Carnival of Character will be brought back to our school this year, after a couple years on hiatus.  

Faculty & Staff Appreciation Week- Held each spring, this is organized by the PTO as a small token of thanks to the entire faculty for all they do throughout the year.  Donations of food and other items are accepted, and help is always needed with planning and set up.
Room Parents and Room Parties- The PTO organizes the room parent volunteers for each class.  The room parents host parties and activities for the children at least twice a year.  Additionally, room parents are asked to coordinate a class basket for the Tricky Tray, and may be asked to help with other projects as requested by the Teacher, School or PTO.
Dances- PTO Dances are sponsored several times a year for eligible students in grades 6 to 8.  Chaperones are always needed for the dances.  Last year a special Freaky Friday dance was held for students in grades 3 to 5, and it will be back this year by very popular demand!  We would also like to offer a K to 2 Fun Night this year.
Fall into Books- This is a program set up by the school to provide each child in grades K-5 with a book during the fall season, and is an alternate to in school Halloween activities.  The PTO provides monies for the books.  

Trunk or Treat- This has become a fun, annual October event for our children.  It’s held after school or on the weekend as an opportunity to dress in costume and participate in Trick or Treating from trunk to trunk.
Seuss Day- This program is run by a committee of Faculty, and funded by the PTO.  Students are given a reading challenge with a fun reward each year.  The week includes a daily clothing event, a special Seuss lunch menu, and ends with Seuss Day where kids in grades K to 3, with the help of the older students, are able to have a fun time participating in Seuss related games and activities.  Each child is also provided with a book.  
Spelling Bee- A spelling bee is run each spring with the winner advancing to the Express-Times Bee and a chance to further advance to the Scripps National Spelling Bee.

Egg Hunt- An annual Egg Hunt is held by the PTO each spring.  Preschool students from the community are invited and this is often their first exposure to the PTO.
Instrumental Music-  The PTO is proud to have brought an after school instrumental music and vocal program back to the students this past January.  The program is returning this fall with new instruments added.
Variety Show- A night of fun held in June featuring the talents of students and faculty shared with the community.  We are happy that this was brought back last school year, after being on break for a bit.
Yearbook- The PTO has taken on the role of organizing and producing the Yearbook due to budget concerns.  Students have the opportunity to help with photography and layout, while creating a treasured keepsake. 
Artwork & Clothing Sales- Our children’s artwork is available to purchase each fall on items such as potholders, mouse pads, notebooks and much more.  These make great gifts.   White Twp. Eagles clothing items in school colors are also available each year to show off our school pride.

School Store- Run by the PTO, we offer inexpensive school supplies at not for profit prices. The school store is available for grades 1 and up during lunch periods, usually twice a month. Dates can be found in the calendar.

School Assignment Books- Your child will be given a free, colorful, 8x10 assignment book the first day of school.  The covers are the winners of the Kid Vote 2009.  This is a very useful item to get information to student, parent and teacher.  (Note some homeroom teachers choose not to utilize these).
School Calendar- Published by the PTO and given free to each family, the school calendar is overflowing with school, PTO, community and town information, and it has room for you to add your personal activities.  Keep all your information on this one calendar, and you’ll be sure to never miss a thing.
Benevolence- This is a committee composed of caring individuals who help others in our community.  Some of the activities/services we perform are: making the community aware of those in our school that need assistance due to a medical/financial difficulty, delivering meals to families in the community dealing with a hardship, coordinating special events and fundraisers for those in the community in need, and sending cards for special occasions.  If you are aware of someone in need or would like to help out, please contact the committee chair.
Scholarships & Donations-  Scholarships are awarded annually to White Twp. high school seniors.  Donations are made to the 8th Grade class for their class trip and/or dance, as well as to the Library for new book purchases, and many other projects and areas as warranted.  This year, we have already contributed $2,000 towards the Teddy Bear program for the incoming Kindergarten class.
